The tradition of celebrating Harvest Festival in churches as we know it today
began in 1843 , when the Reverend Robert Hawker invited parishioners to a
special thanksgiving service for the harvest at his church at Morwenstow in
Cornwall. Victorian hymns such as "We plough the fields and scatter”, "Come ye
thankful people, come" and "All thing s bright and beautiful" helped popularize his
idea of harvest festival and spread the annual custom of decorating churches with
home -grown produce for the Harvest Festival service
